ASB motorcycle nuisance

On 16th April, PCs Bristow and Hurst received intelligence
about an address where an off road bike was being used in
Irthlingborough. The off road bike had been used on the road
with no number plates, and had been used to cause a
nuisance to local residents for some time. They attended the
address and seized the off road bike, putting an end to the
ASB nuisance. If you have any information, you can contact
your local NPT here.

Crossbow bolts

In May, East Northants NPT recieved intelligence relating to

the use of crossbow bolts on Trafford Road, Rushden. PCSOs
visited the area and homes along the road where several
crossbow bolts were located. Reaching out to residents, the
team recieved information identifying the address where the
crossbow bolts were being fired, which resulted in identifying
the individual responsible for firing the bolts. Their enquiries
and intervention into this reckless activity helps to ensure that
the neighbourhood is safe again. Local residents can use the
park and their gardens again without the fear of being struck
by a crossbow bolt.

eight to 17-year-olds who have become
involved in a serious violence offence
(including sexual offences), as well as those
who show concern relating to knife crime,
gangs, drug crime and violence. Referrals to
the Early Intervention Team can be made
by both the police and external agencies
such as schools and social workers. The
role of an Early Intervention PCSO is crucial
in positively influencing the lives of the
young person and their families, dissuading
them from future violent behaviours and
criminality. This, in turn, contributes to the
enhancement of our communities and a
reduction in the demand placed on our
